Some Directions and Other Suggestions for The Denison Singers

Augsburg Lutheran Church

The church is located at 845 West Fifth Street, just west of Broad; use the Broad Street exit off Business I-40 and go north/right and then left on Fifth.

To gain access on Thursday evening and Friday morning, come to the door off the small parking lot where the administrative wing meets the original church structure.  Use the keypad there: 0280*.  The choir room is one flight up.  Find other parking lots behind the church off Pilot View.  During the daylight hours on Friday, avoid the meters on Fifth, since enforcement is relentless.

To Chez WO, 327 Indera Mills Court, 721–9401
From Augsburg, go east on Fifth and turn right on Marshall.  You will cross Business I40 and the Hawthorne Inn on your right.  You will then see a rather large building on your left, immediately across the street from a two-story former factory building on your right numbered 400, which is your destination.  There are parking lots at both ends of the structure, but they certainly won’t hold all of us, so you will need to use street parking.  You will find keypads at both ends of the building.  Punch in 2543* and come upstairs.  My place is on the street side about midway.

To Chez Stevens, 2659 Club Park Road, 725–5501
Go back toward Business I40 on Broad Street.  After First Street get in the left-hand turn lane to find the ramp to westbound 40.  Go to Knollwood (the first exit after Stratford) and turn right to the T intersection with Country Club.  Turn left and then right at the traffic signal at Westview.  Go two blocks to Forest and then left.  Follow Forest to its end and the Stevens’ driveway will be directly in front 

of you.

To Chez Keith and Ruth Kooken, 227 West Fifth Street, No. 1, 773–1344

Go east on either Fourth or Fifth to Cherry Street.  There may be some street parking, but you can also turn left on Cherry and use the parking deck just north of Fifth across from the Benton Convention Center.  If you do that, walk back to the alley beside the Kopper Kitchen.  Follow it and find an open garage on your right.  You can use the elevator entrance there, or go back to Fifth Street and find a buzzer at 227.  The Kookens live one flight up. 

Sightseeing and Shopping

If you want to explore the city on Saturday afternoon, some suggestions:

You might find it interesting to at least wander around Old Salem.  Take Marshall Street to Academy and turn left.  That will take you to Salem Square, the heart of the 18th-century Moravian settlement.  There are buildings to be explored and a group of museums at the foot of Main Street.  Reynolda House, with its fine collection of American art, can be reached by turning left on Broad Street and following it as it curves to the left and then right and becomes Reynolda Road.  The former outbuildings of the Reynolds estate have been turned into an upscale, attractive shopping center.  If you want to visit Wake Forest, just continue up Reynolda Road a bit and find the main entrance on your right.

The downtown arts district, with some pretty funky shops, a coffee house and Sweet Potatoes, an offbeat restaurant, is on Trade Street (one block east of Cherry) north of Fifth.

For mainline shopping get on Stratford Road west via Business I40.  Miles of shopping opportunities begin at that intersection and extend to the Hanes Mall, with what they advertise as 200 stores.
